Code of Academic Integrity

The OHS staff expects students to take pride in their work and complete graded assignments honestly and fairly.  Students who engage in acts of academic dishonesty compromise their own learning experiences as well as the academic standards of our school.  Below is a list of offenses which violate the OHS Code of Academic Integrity.  Please read over the material and sign at the bottom to indicate you understand your responsibilities as a student.

Offenses:

· Cheating: intentionally using or attempting to use unauthorized materials, information, and/or study aids during an exam or in connection with any work done for academic credit.

· Examples: copying information from another student; obtaining prior knowledge of academic materials; unauthorized use of a cell phone or electronic device.

· Plagiarism: intentionally or knowingly representing the words or ideas of another as one’s own in any academic exercise without proper acknowledgment of the true source.

· Examples: copying/pasting material from the Internet into your assignment; using direct passages from sources without quotations or proper citations.

· Fabrication: intentional and unauthorized falsification or invention of any information or citation in an academic exercise.
· Examples: making up fake sources in a citation; inventing data results in place of actual research for a graded assignment.

· Deception: intentionally deceiving a student, teacher, and/or administrator for academic gain.

· Examples: using an assignment created for one class in another without instructor approval; choosing to be absent on the due date of a paper, project, quiz, or test; intentionally misrepresenting the need for extra time on assignments in order to gain more information; falsifying attendance or academic records.

· Facilitating Academic Dishonesty: intentionally or knowingly helping or attempting to help another student to violate any part of this Code.

· Examples:  allowing another student to copy your graded assignment; helping another student to cheat on an exam; giving another student old assignments for them to use in their current classes.

Consequences:

Students who engage in academic dishonesty should expect serious consequences.  At the minimum, students involved in breaches of academic integrity will receive a zero for the assignment, which may result in a lower or failing course grade.  In addition, incidents of academic dishonesty can jeopardize admission or good standing in National Honor Society as well as impact an individual’s ability to obtain recommendations from OHS staff members.  Disciplinary consequences may also be deemed appropriate by the teacher and/or administrator based on our school’s progressive discipline policy.
